Fr. John’s Pastor’s Report at the
2026 Spring Parish Assembly

The 2026 New Year has begun
with so much phenomenal
activity at Nativity of Christ.
Our Orthodox Consultant is here
to help us achieve our ambitious
aspirations for the parish. A few
weeks ago, we had a sold-out
Crab Feed with over 320
attendees. Last weekend,
Nativity families attended our
Metropolis Folk Dance Festival,
experiencing fellowship and
growing closer to our culture.
We also continue to offer sack
meals, and various other
philanthropic endeavors during
Lent.

In addition to all of these recent
activities, at the end of today’s
Parish Assembly we will hear
from our ministry leaders about
the vibrant and active ministries
that continue to involve so many
stewards at Nativity of Christ.
But as we soon embark on our
Lenten journey, do all of these
ministries make us the Church?

If we were to focus solely on
building an elevator, a Small
Hall, a narthex, and enlarging
the dome, we would simply be a
construction site. If we were to
focus solely on the Crab Feed,
Holiday Market, and Marin
Greek Festival, we would be the
equivalent of an event company.
If we just focused on dance, we
would be a dance studio. And if
we focused only on helping
others in need, we would just be
another philanthropic nonprofit
in Marin County.

What makes us the Church, is
gathering to worship our Lord
God and Savior Jesus Christ.
When we attend services and
pray together as a community in
God’s holy house, this is what
makes us the Church. When we
prepare through prayer and
fasting to receive the precious
sacraments of Confession and
Holy Eucharist, we are no longer
event planners, dancers, or

philanthropists—we are the
Body of Christ.

Nevertheless, Great Lent is a

time to increase our
philanthropic ~ giving,  and
because of the timing of our
Festival, there are many

preparations we must make for
Memorial Day weekend in these
coming weeks. However my
prayer for our community is that
we never lose sight of what truly
makes us Orthodox Christians:
coming to worship to pray for
God’s love and abundant mercy.

As today is Forgiveness Sunday;,
I ask your forgiveness. I'm
aware that I may offend you at
times, knowingly, and
unknowingly. I also ask for your
participation and involvement in
the Lenten services, in
Confession, and in the humble
reception of Holy Communion,
so that together we may truly
build up the Body of Christ. May
this be a spiritually uplifting and
illuminating season of Great
Lent, so that we may joyfully
celebrate the Resurrection of our
Lord as a community and family.
